Here are a few guidelines to consider:

· The best way to have your book or magazine considered for consignment is to email sean@booksmith.com with a url to your book’s website.  If he is interested in seeing a sample copy, he will contact you.  Please do not send unsolicited submissions.  

· Because of the volume of inquiries, we are unable to respond to all emails. We consider all submissions carefully, and if you don't hear from us, it means we're currently unable to carry your title. 
· Because of the volume of materials received, we are unable to return submissions; please don't submit irreplaceable work.
· We are currently able to consider only titles by San Francisco writers.

· The consignment contract includes a standard 55% (to author) / 45% split (to Booksmith) of sales.

· For new titles to our store, we will not take more than 5 copies at a time.
· Because of space limitations, books are accepted to be returned, unsold, at our discretion.

· The author is responsible for requesting payment and inquiring about stock at the end of the contracted trial period.

· We are not responsible for unsold items after 1 year.  We donate most unclaimed consignment items to the Children’s Book Project, a local school, or other charitable cause.
