Please provide a brief description of the book.

Please provide a short bio of the author(s), and any information relevant to local connections.

Please provide any relevant web links.

Please let us know if you are thinking of a reading, a panel discussion, a demo, or any other format, and let us know if the program is meant to include any audio or video aspects.

We are unable to consider event proposals on the phone.

We will thoroughly review your proposal, often discussing it with store staff, and we will respond to you no matter what our decision may be.

The Booksmith tends to favor literary fiction, serious narrative non-fiction, edgy and cutting-edge tech, design, and art, thought-provoking contemporary issues including politics and current affairs, and cultural and ethnic studies. We rarely schedule poetry readings, children’s and young adult book events, or mind-body book events. We tend to book three to five months in advance.
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
